It is widely accepted that helping to grow the American manufacturing sector will help get Americans back to work. What isn’t widely discussed is that in concert with these efforts, we can also recharge our economy and electric grid through generating emission free electricity from industrial waste heat. It is a perfect opportunity to stop pitting industry against the environment, and the results can be significant.
Recent estimates by the Department of Energy report that 10 GW of electricity – enough to power approximately 10 million American homes for a year – is wasted annually in the United States by not capturing the opportunities associated with waste heat. Providing low-cost incentives for the use of this abundant and available resource can generate 160,000 jobs across the country, $3 billion in savings for industrial users, and a CO2 reduction of 54 million short tons per year.

I urge you to consider sponsoring this important legislation that can help our nation realize this wasted potential, get Americans back to work and stimulate economic growth.
